What is BBC Radio International?

· BBC Radio International is a division of BBC Worldwide Limited. It exists to sell the best of the BBC’s radio output to radio and other platforms around the world. 

· Clients include public service and commercial terrestrial radio stations, plus inflight, and cable, satellite, online radio and new media platforms, subject to rights. 

· We sell individual programmes, programme kits, concerts (both classical and rock), and most recently, BBC domestic radio networks. 

Trends in the international market 

Radio is a local, low cost, language-specific medium. The international market in secondary programme sales is very different to that available for television. Many broadcasters will not buy in material from abroad (just as in the UK there is very little overseas material featured on radio). Satellite radio, and new media platforms have expanded the market for syndicated radio content, although budgets remain low compared to BBC Radio content spend.  

While the radio syndication market is historically small, Radio International has had considerable success over recent months in expanding its business both across new and traditional platforms, and is optimistic about future growth. 

Distribution to BFBS

BBC Radio International has an arrangement with the British Forces Broadcasting Service allowing the BFBS to re-transmit BBC programmes. 

We have agreed a set of standard terms with RIG to govern this usage up until 31 March 2007 and a standard distribution agreement approved by RIG will be used for all these deals. These terms entitle Radio International to deduct commission of 25% for the first programme licensed and 20% for all subsequent programmes. 

Benefits of working with BBC Radio International

· Size: BBC Radio International is probably the largest business of its kind, both in terms of revenues and reach of sales relationships.

· Promotional benefits: Exploitation through Radio International gives a promotional window for other forms of exploitation (for example, audiobooks and downloads).

· Scope of deals: We have the ability to sell programmes as part of a wider BBC offering, whether as part of a BBC programming package, or as a BBC channel (as in the recent deal for BBC Radio 1 on Sirius). 

· Business Affairs:

BBC Worldwide has a dedicated business affairs team dealing with all forms of contractual arrangements with independent producers. We deal separately from the BBC and directly with independent producers. The team manage the BFBS agreements, and all individual drafting and negotiating for individual deals.
