AUDIENCE PROFILE

Our current audience for this strand has an average age of 57 years and nearly 75% of them are male; more than 50% are over 55 years. The market share is 1% and nearly 70% of listeners are in the AB and C1 social category.  
EDITORIAL GUIDE

Submissions are being sought for a weekly jazz performance and review programme, highlighting new and leading work in the area of contemporary jazz.  The programme should offer access to performances around the UK (e.g. festivals, one-off specials, tours and club events) as well as provide spoken insights about the trends and developments in jazz today.  The field of view should be international and offer listeners a chance to hear rare performances and interviews as well as reports and critical features.  Presentation should be straight and uncluttered by jargon, led by one voice principally, although with frequent input from other voices.  NB no discussions should be undertaken with potential presenters until these have been discussed with the station. 

The programme should also be able to respond to broader themes across Radio 3 (e.g Fuse Festival, Miles Davis weekend, Anniversary of the Third Programme) and tie in editorially with the other jazz output on the station to make a rounded jazz listening experience for both the expert and the curious listener.  

PROPOSAL TO INCLUDE

Proposals should name presenter(s) and outline the qualities the presenter(s) would bring to the programme. Details of key production teams, with CVs if these are unfamiliar to the station.  A selection of sample running orders could be included with examples of themes, threads and features. A complementary online element should be considered and included in the tender document.
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
