RAP problems and Deadlines update


As you may have noticed, there were serious problems with the RAP system today (Monday 3rd) which led to most of us losing a day of much needed time uploading our proposals.  The problem has now been fixed and tested and appears to be solved.

HOWEVER, with so many RAP deadlines happening this week, RIG has asked the BBC to look into extending some of the allocated time.  The most heavily hit were the Radio7/Cbeebies kids deadline, and the World Service deadline.  To try and sort out any confusion that an earlier email from Susan Binney may have caused here's a summary...
The deadline for the Radio 7 CBeebies commissioning round, which was today, has been extended until midnight tomorrow (Tuesday 4th).  

The Radio 7 readings commissioning round remains as was, which is the same as Radio 4, 5pm on Thursday 6th.  

As for World Service , we have made a formal request to them asking for an extension, but I hold out little hope.  At the moment, you should consider the deadline as remaining at midday on Wednesday 5th.

We have also made it clear once again to the BBC that having all the deadlines so close together causes problems for everyone, as well as considerable strain on RAP (which has failed again, as it seems to every 6 months!)  We will continue to push the networks to space their deadlines apart a little more ... keep your fingers crossed.

Good luck to everyone with your pitches and proposals.
