1200 Thu 1st October – commissioning round opens in RAP
1200 Thursday 5th November 1700 – deadline for all proposals to be entered into RAP.  When you have entered your proposal, please check on the system that the status says “Network Received”.
Fri 8th January 2010 – results issued in RAP (conditional acceptance, pilot, shortlisted and rejection).  
Mon 18th January 2010– start to discuss/confirm the schedule/delivery dates with suppliers. 
It is the responsibility of suppliers to ensure that appropriate staff have access rights to RAP.
