By 1700 on the published “Results” day, successful Proposals will be assigned Budget Request status in RAP and specific details will be given in the Notes section of each Proposal, including;





The number and duration of programmes commissioned (this may vary from your proposed number and duration).


The expected Year, Week and Day of the first transmission. In some cases the scheduled first Transmission Date is earlier than your proposed delivery date - please inform us at once if this presents any problems.





Please note the following conditions which apply to all commissions;


Presenters need to be agreed separately with the Network for each commission, even if a particular Presenter is implicit in the successful proposal. Do not contract a Presenter until agreement is reached.


All commissions are subject to agreement on price. BBC Producers should submit a Budget via the SAP system and Independent Producers should use the Budget facility on the RAP website.


We reserve the right to revise the agreed price, or even cancel the commission, if any of the following circumstances arise:


You cannot deliver the programme for the agreed transmission date.


The agreed presenter or other key contributor is unavailable.


You wish to change the agreed Producer.


You cannot secure the rights on which the original price was agreed.





Please contact Radio 2 as soon as possible if any of these situations arise. In most cases, it will be possible to reschedule, or agree a revised format, but this is more likely the further in advance we are made aware of a potential problem.
